ENTER words or phrases by typing into a field input box. 

 

BROWSE terms by using the Browse Index buttons; PASTE terms into the input box. 

 

COMBINE terms using Boolean operators AND, OR, or NOT (or using the symbols &, /, 

or !) 

 

TRUNCATE terms using an asterisk, e.g. addict* will find addicts, addiction, addictive 
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
